The Mobile Screeneing Unit was
established in 1998 to travel
throughout the state of Alabama
and screen communities and
school children for visual acuity,
glaucoma, and muscle balance.
Since then, many lives have been
changed each year and the num-
ber of people screened only con-
tinues to rise.

Throughout Alabama, The Mo-
bile Screening Unit has helped
communities and school children
by diagnosing many types of eye
related problems and referring
those who need care to local doc-
tors. Often, those who require fol-
low-up treatment qualify for Ala-
bama Lions Sight assistance and
receive help in paying for eye ex-
ams, glasses, and many other eye
care costs. The sponsorhsip that
your club could provide would
help to change the lives of peo-
ple and school children through-
out your community.

Ways The Mobile Screening Unit
Can Impact Your Community

By providing annual Mobile Screening Unit visits, your community will
experience less abnormal screenings each time a screening is spon-

sored.
The Unit aslo serves as a financial resource for those who cannot afford
treatment for their detected condition by referring them to Alabama

Lions Sight.
It creates awareness and provides a great way to gain exposure for your
local Lions club .

FAQ

Q. Who conducts the screenings?

A.The screenings are done by local volunteers

who are overseen by the Screening Supervisor of the
Mobile Screening Unit. At least 3-4 volunteers are
needed for each screening and the volunteers may
include local nurses, medical technicians, health
occupation students, Lions Club members, etc.

Q. How is the MSU visit paid for?

A.The sponsoring club will receive an invoice from
the MSU Screening Supervisor the day of the screen-
ing (see back panel for pricing details). We prefer that
the invoice be paid the day of the screening.

Q. What accomodations are needed?

A. All screenings are done on-site. We need between
2-3 tables set up either inside a building orin a
shaded area with 4 chairs per table. Access to
electrical outlets is also necessary.

Q. How many people can be screened in a
day?

A.The number varies depending on the type of
screening. For community screenings, a maximum of
125 people per 8-hour day. For school screenings, a
maximum of 300 students per 6-hour day.

Q. Is written permission required from students’

parents in order for them to be screened?
A. No. By working with the school nurse, we have the
permission that is provided at registration.

Q. For a community screening, what is the best

location?

A. Location should be chosen based on traffic and
visibility. Working in conjunction with other orga-
nizations such as community health fairs and being
located at senior adult centers work well.
